Licensing Act 2003 - Licensing Sub-Committee: Hearings Procedure

Preliminary Matters

1.

2.

The Chair will commence the hearing by introducing him/herself, the
other two members of the Sub-Committee and the officers present.
The Chair will ask the applicant(s)/the responsible authorities/the
interested parties present, and their representatives (if applicable), to
introduce themselves and identify their interest in the proceedings.

Failure of a party to attend the hearing

3.

If a party has informed the licensing authority that he/she does not
intend to attend or be represented at a hearing, the hearing may
proceed in his/her absence.
If a party who has not so indicated fails to attend or be represented at a
hearing, the Sub-Committee may —

(a) where it considers it to be necessary in the public interest,

adjourn the hearing to a specified date, or

(b) hold the hearing in the party’s absence.
Where the Sub-Committee holds the hearing in the absence of a party,
the Sub-Committee will consider at the hearing the application,
representations or notice made by that party.
The Chair will explain the procedure to be followed at the hearing and
will confirm whether the Sub-Committee must reach its decision at the
end of the hearing or within 5 workings days of the hearing, depending
on the application being heard.
The Clerk to the Sub-Committee will indicate whether any party has
requested permission for any other person(s) (other than his/her
representative) to appear at the hearing to assist the Sub-Committee in
relation to the application, representations or notice of the party making
the request. The Sub-Committee will decide whether to grant
permission to allow any other person(s) to appear at the hearing on
behalf of the party; such permission will not be unreasonably withheld.
The Clerk to the Sub-Committee will ask whether any party is seeking
to introduce any document(s) or other information not previously
disclosed to all the other parties to the hearing and the licensing
authority. If all the other parties consent, the previously undisclosed
document(s) or other information can be produced by a party in support
of their application, representations or notice (as applicable).
The hearing will take the form of a discussion led by the Chair of the
Sub-Committee. Cross-examination will not be permitted unless the
Sub-Committee considers that cross-examination is required to




consider the representations, application or notice as the case may

require.

10.The Sub-Committee will consider any requests to permit cross-
examination on a case-by-case basis. When permission is given to
one party, it will also normally be extended to all other parties.

11.The Sub-Committee will decide the equal maximum period of time that

each party will have to present their case.

The Hearing
12.The Licensing Officer will present the report to the Sub-Committee.
13.Members may ask any relevant questions of the Licensing Officer.
14.The applicant, or the party who has initiated the hearing, will present
their case first.
15.The party shall be entitled to:

(a) give further information in support of their application,
representations or notice (as applicable) in response to a specific
request by the licensing authority prior to the hearing;

(b) question any other party (if permission has been given by the
Sub-Committee);

(c) address the Sub-Committee.

16.1f the Police are a party to the hearing, they will present their case. The
Police have the rights listed in paragraph 15 (a) — (c) above.

17.1f any other “responsible authority” are a party to the hearing, they will
present their case in turn after the Police and have the rights listed in
paragraph 15 (a) — (c) above.

18.Any other interested parties will then present their case in turn and
have the rights listed in paragraph 15 (a) — (c) above.

19.Members of the Sub-Committee may ask questions of the/each party or
any other person permitted to appear at the hearing in support of the
party.

20.The Chair will invite the applicant, or the party who has initiated the
hearing, and any parties making representations, to briefly summarise
their points if they wish.

21.The Chair will ask the applicant, or the party who has initiated the
hearing, and all parties making representations, that they are satisfied
that they have said all they wish to.

The Decision

22.In considering any representations or notice made by a party, the Sub-
Committee may take into account documentary or other information
produced by a party in support of their application, representations or
notice (as applicable) either before the hearing or, with the consent of
all the other parties, at the hearing.




23.In reaching its decision, the Sub-Committee will disregard any
information given by a party, or any person who has been permitted to
appear at the hearing, which is not relevant to —

(a) the application, representations or notice (as applicable) or in the
case of another person, the application, representations or notice
of the party requesting their appearance, and

(b) the promotion of the licensing objectives or, in relation to a
hearing to consider a notice given by the Police, the crime
prevention objective.

24.The Sub-Committee may consider its decision in private and may move
into private session where it considers that the public interest in so
doing outweighs the public interest in that part of the hearing taking
place in public. If the Sub-Committee do move into private session
then all the parties and their representatives, any other person
permitted to appear at the hearing, officers, the public and the press will
be asked to leave the room whilst the decision is made.

The Chair will tell those present at the meeting the decision taken by the
Sub-Committee and the reasons for the decision.

INTRODUCTION

1.1 An application under section 17 of the Licensing Act 2003 to apply for
a Premises Licence for the sale by retail of alcohol with respect to
Tesco, 172 East Road, Cambridge, CB1 1BG has been received from
Tesco Stores Limited. The application was served on Cambridge City
Council (the Licensing Authority) on 12" April 2024. A copy of the
application was also served on each responsible authority. The
application and plan is attached to the report at Appendix 1.

1.2 The applicant is seeking to provide the sale of alcohol only (for
consumption off the premises only) from Monday to Sunday between
the hours of 11:00 and 20:00.

In accordance with the regulations of the Act, the application was
advertised on the premises and in Cambridge News on 19" April 2024
to invite representations from responsible authorities and other
persons. The last date for submitting representations was 10" May
2024.

Representations were received from 19 ‘Other Persons’. The
representations are attached to the report at Appendix 2.

No representations were received from any of the Responsible
Authorities but Cambridgeshire Constabulary did request to amend
one of the conditions proposed by the applicant in the operating
schedule, which the applicant agreed to. A copy of the email is
attached to the report at Appendix 3.

A list of all the conditions proposed by the applicant and the one
amended in conjunction with Cambridgeshire Constabulary have been
put into a document attached to the report as Appendix 4. If the
application is granted, these conditions will be placed on Annex 2 of
the Premises Licence unless amended or added to by members of the
Licensing Sub-Committee.

The application needs to be determined.

RECOMMENDATION

That Members determine the application on its individual merits having
reference to the statutory licensing objectives and Cambridge City
Council’s Statement of Licensing Policy and the Cumulative Impact
Assessment.

BACKGROUND

The proposed premises is located within a Cumulative Impact Area
(CIA) and is therefore subject to the Cumulative Impact Assessment.

The onus is on the applicant to demonstrate why the granting of the
licence would not add to the cumulative impact already being
experienced within the area.
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3.3 Three previous applications have been made for a Premises Licence to
be issued in respect of these premises. These were received on 17"
November 2009, 10" August 2010 and 10" December 2018.
respectively. All three applications were refused at hearings of the
Licensing Sub-Committee after relevant representations had been
received.

3.4 In carrying out its licensing functions, the Licensing Authority must have
regard to its Statement of Licensing Policy, the Cumulative Impact
Assessment and additionally the statutory guidance issued under
Section 182 of the Licensing Act 2003. The relevant sections from the
Council’s Statement of Licensing Policy are:

- Objectives, section 2

- Fundamental principles, section 4
- Cumulative Impact, section 5

- Licensing Hours, section 6

- Licence Conditions, section 8

4. CONSULTATIONS

4.1 The Licensing Act 2003 requires applications made under section 17 of
the Act to be served on the Responsible Authorities and also advertised
on the premises and in a local newspaper circulating within the
vicinity of the premises. During the consultation period, Responsible
Authorities and Other Persons (any individual, body or business entitled
to make representations to licensing authorities) may make a
representation in respect of the application.

4.2 Statutory consultation has therefore taken place with Responsible
Authorities and interested parties in accordance with the procedures set
out in the Licensing Act 2003 and associated regulations made under
the Act.

5. OPTIONS

5.1 Whilst having reference to the information provided by the applicant,
the information raised in the representations and also Cambridge City
Council’s Statement of Licensing Policy and Cumulative Impact
Assessment, the Sub-Committee’s decision must be made with a view
to promoting one or more of the four licensing objectives, namely:
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(a) the prevention of crime and disorder;
(b) public safety;

(c) the prevention of public nuisance; and
(d) the protection of children from harm.

5.2 Members should take such steps that they consider are necessary
for the promotion of the licensing objectives. The Sub-Committee
may resolve:

(a) to grant the licence subject to the mandatory conditions and those
conditions offered by the applicant which may be modified to such
extent as the authority considers necessary for the promotion of
the licensing objectives;

(b) to exclude from the scope of the licence any of the licensable
activities to which the application relates;

(c) to refuse to specify a person in the licence as the premises
supervisor;
(d) to reject the application.

5.3 Members must give reasons for their decision.

6. CONCLUSIONS

6.1 The Licensing Authority has a duty under the Licensing Act 2003 to
promote the Licensing Objectives. Each objective has equal
importance. In carrying out its licensing functions, the Licensing
Authority must also have regard to its Statement of Licensing Policy,
the Cumulative Impact Assessment and the Statutory Guidance under
the Licensing Act 2003, and it is bound by the Human Rights Act
1998. The Council must also fulfill its obligations under Section 17 of
the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 to do all that it reasonably can to
prevent crime and disorder in Cambridge.

According to the current 2023 Statement of Licensing Policy on the Cambridge
City website there are currently 254 licensed premises in Market ward (the highest number in the
city). The statement also shows there have been 665 alcohol related crimes and incidents (also
highest number in the city). In this report it was recommended that Market Ward should remain a
Cumulative Impact Area. This part of the city has a problem with aggressive beggars, rough sleepers,
street drinkers, drug dealers, as well as drug users. This part of Market Ward (The Kite) has very few,
if any, police on foot patrol. People are sleeping rough in the doorways of many of the surrcounding
businesses, as well as in the front of the Tesco Express itself. Not to mention the fights and shouting
matches that currently take place in front of the very said Tesco Express. In their application Tesco
state that they will have digital CCTV that will cover many areas of the shop floor, that a member of
the Management team will ordinarily be on the premises, as well as a security guard. They currently
have a security guard on the door but still have a problem with shoplifters: management ordinarily
being on the premises doesn't sound very convincing to me either as there are rarely staff on hand
to help at the tills. As far as their "Good Neighbour" policy, | have never seen them engage in the
community at all, they only contribute to the amount of beggars and litter on East Road. To my
knowledge they don't get involved with the local primary or secondary school, nor with PACT
(Petersfield Area Community Trust). There also seems to be a certain amount of bravado amongst
the current staff who have been telling customers that the license is a sure thing. | hope that this
application will be turned down, as they have been in the past.

This premises is directly across the street from the 600-pupil 5t Matthew's Primary School and is also
very near the vulnerable adults who are accommodated at Jimmy's Night Shelter.

East Road has for many years been trying to tackle serious problems with public drunkenness and
associated antisocial behaviour. It has been a Cumulative Impact Zone.

The City Council website { https://democracy.cambridge.gov.uk/mgAi.aspx?ID=21558) records Item
19/9/Lic of the Meeting of Premises licence application, Licensing Sub Committee, dated Monday,
4th February, 2019. This meeting rejected that previous licence application for this same Tesco
Express, at 172 East Road. Then, as now, this Tesco was located directly across the street from the
e00-pupil 5t Matthew's Primary School and was then also very near to Jimmy’'s Night Shelter.

The reasons given for this refusal were:

"The application was likely to add to the existing cumulative impact. Relevant representations had
been made, the applicant had made very little attempt to demonstrate why the operation of the
premises involved would not add to the cumulative impact already being experienced.”

The 2024 level of public drunkenness, as well as both drug and alcohol abuse continues to be a
serious problem that must not be exacerbated by the approval of a licence at Tesco’s on East Road.
Please note that these comments draw on my knowledge and experience as:

As city councillors representing Market Ward, within which this premises lies, we formally
object to this application for selling alcohol at Tesco, 172 East Road. This premises sits with
the City Centre Cumulative Impact Zone and we believe that a further shop selling alcohol
within the CIZ will exacerbate problems experienced with antisocial behaviour, public
disorder and nuisance in the Fitzroy Street/Burleigh Street area. Alcohol-related antisocial
behaviour has been a problem within this area for many years and we do not anticipate this
will improve, particularly as the nearby Parkside police station is planned to be closed within
the coming years. There are several establishments selling alcohol within a short distance of
this site, including WT's, Duke of Cambridge, Six Six, and The Blue Moon: adding an additional
venue for off sales therefore increases the risk of public disorder due to alcohol overuse.

1. A member of the Management team will ordinarily be on the premises all the time the store is open and this
person will have responsibility for the premises whilst the premises are open.

2. The premises licence holder shall maintain adequate levels of staff at the premises. Such staff levels shall be
disclosed, on reasonable request to the licensing authority and the police.

3. Digital CCTV with appropriate recording equipment shall be installed. The CCTV to cover areas of the store
including the alcohol section, checkouts and the entrance and exit to the premises.

a. The CCTV system shall record footage when the premises is open for licensable activities.

b. CCTV equipment must be maintained in good working order, be correctly time and date stamped and must be
retained for a minimum period of 31 consecutive days.

c. The CCTV at exit points will record a clear facial image of every person entering or exiting in any light
condition.

d. An appointed member of staff will be present when the premises is conducting a licensable activity, who is
capable and competent at using the CCTV system and downloading CCTV footage on their own recordable
media, and be able to hand this footage over to the Police / Local Authority on request. The operator will stock
their own downloaded media. The recording equipment and discs/USB pen drives must be kept in a secure
environment.

4. Body worn video (BWV) device shall be available and worn by the SIA security officer whenever licensable
activities are taking place.

a. The BWV device must be maintained in good working order, be correctly time and date stamped and must be
retained for a minimum period of 31 consecutive days.

5. A security officer shall be on duty at the premises whenever licensable activities are taking place
6. A member of staff shall be present in the checkout area whenever licensable activities are taking place.

7. Beer, lager or cider products with an AVB content of 5.5% or above shall not be sold at the premises except for
premium or craft products or such other products specifically agreed for sale by the police.

8. Cider products shall not be stocked in containers greater than 1 litre in volume.

9. The store shall join the Cambridge Business Against Crime and operate a CAMBAC radio (or any similar
scheme which succeeds CAMBAC).

10. There shall be no self-service of spirits or sherry at the premises.

11. A representative of the premises licence holder shall attend meetings of the City West Neighbourhood
Policing Panel (or any similar panel which may succeed this panel) when requested to do so by the police.

12. The premises shall operate an incident log (whether electronic or physical) and shall record all significant
incidents of crime and disorder or refusals of the sale of alcohol within it. Such log shall be made available for
inspection by the police upon reasonable request.

13. The premises will operate a Think 25 policy. The checkouts will be programmed to prompt the checkout
assistant when an alcohol product is scanned at the till to follow the Think 25 policy.

14. All staff will receive comprehensive training in relation to age restricted products and in particular the sale of
alcohol. No member of staff will be permitted to sell age restricted products until such time as they have
successfully completed the aforementioned training. In addition, they will receive training in relation to Tesco's
policies, systems and procedures. This training will be documented and repeated as often as Tesco believes to
be appropriate.

15. A maximum of 15 percent of the trading floor area to which the public have access shall be used for the
display of alcohol at any one time.

16. Alcohol available for self-selection is displayed within lockable cabinets to ensure that during non-licenced
hours the public are not able to access the alcohol products. (During these hours cabinets are permitted to be
temporarily unlocked to allow staff access).
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
