SPECIFICATION FOR WORKS FOR PLANTING ZONE

· Clear Area of perennial weeds using a herbicide

application. Allow a period of time as recommended by

the manufacturer to elapse before grading/cultivating.

· Loosen soil/sub-soils with a 3 tine ripper or similar,

300-400mm deep at 600mm centres.

· Rotovate all planting areas to a depth of 250mm.

· Grade area level ready to receive planting.

· Plant native mix of shrubs, 60-80cm bare root

transplants, e.g Viburnam opulus, Cornus sanguinea,

Prunus spinosa.

· Shrubs to receive rabbit spiral guards.

· Area to receive 50mm depth bark mulch.

· Thicket planting to take place between the months of

November to March.
